Now, every September, thousands of churches from all denominations ï 

and tens of thousands of Christians ï make an extra special effort to 

invite a friend, neighbour or relative to a special service with the visitor 

very much in mind. 
 

Back to Church Sunday attracts significant media attention as tens of 

thousands of Christians offer an invitation to their friends, and often the 

size of a churchôs congregation is doubled in one day.
