An American Minister in Texas was invited to the home of a very 
wealthy man. After the meal, the host led him to a place where they 
could get a good view of the surrounding area.

Now, as far as you can 
see, it’s all mine.” Looking in the opposite direction at his sprawling 
fields of grain, he said, “That’s all mine.”

Then, pointing to the 
west and a beautiful forest, he exclaimed, “That’s too is all mine.” 
 
The wealthy man paused expecting the Minister to compliment him on 
his great success. However, placing one hand on the man’s shoulder 
and pointing heavenward with the other, the Minister simply said, 
“How much do you have in that direction?” The wealthy man hung 
his head and confessed, “I never thought of that.” 
 
In fairness it’s nice to have enough money that enables us to enjoy life, 
but we should also remember that everything derives its existence from 
God. Indeed it has been said that the wise investor is always the person 
who seeks to invest some of their wealth in the needs of others.

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THE GOSPEL ACCORDING 
TO LUKE 

 
Luke shows Jesus as a man with compassion for all people, “a light for 
revelation to the Gentiles, and glory to your people Israel”.  Together, 
Luke and Acts form 2 volumes telling Jesus’ story and the beginnings 
of the Christian Church. 
 
Luke’s Aims 
Both Luke and Acts were written by the same author and dedicated to 
Theopphilus, a Greek, about whom little is known.  Luke set out his 
intentions clearly at the beginning of his historical work: 
 
“Since many have undertaken to set down an orderly accounts of the 
events that have been fulfilled among us, just as they were handed on to 
us by those who from the beginning were eyewitnesses and servants of 
the word, I too decided after investigating everything carefully from the 
very first, to write an orderly account….” 
 
Luke’s Message 
Luke’s Gospel begins and ends in Jerusalem.  In contrast to Mark 6: 1-
6, Luke places Jesus’ sermon at Nazareth at the start of his ministry, as 
it includes the main themes of both Luke and Acts: the Holy Spirit, 
healing the poor and oppressed, preaching, and God’s activity outside 
Israel. 
 
Luke emphasises the role of the Holy Spirit in Jesus’ ministry.  John the 
Baptist and his parents were filled with the Holy Spirit.  Jesus began his 
ministry “filled with the power of the Spirit” (4:14) and predicted the 
descent of the Spirit on his own disciples (12:12). 
 
Luke’s selection or parables reveals Jesus’ vivid interest in humanity. 
 
Luke’s Gospel, like Acts, begins in prayer and shows Jesus praying at 
critical moments.  Only Luke uses the word “agony” of Jesus prayer in 
Gethsemane (22:44).  Yet prayer in Luke’s Gospel also includes thanks 
and praise, such as the songs of Zechariah, Mary and Simeon.
